The February 11th meeting of the Memphis Germantown Art League was called to order at 2:10 pm. at the MCA auditiorium.

The Spring show had a total of 87 pieces entered.  The pieces were juried by Sammy Britt, retired university art professor and professional artist, and the meeting guest speaker.  
 

Pam Zubrod reported that 103 total entries were received for the National Show as of the deadline date.  The slide carousel has been put together and will be shipped via FedEx to our juror, Frank Francese, no later than February 19th.
Frank Francese will be in Memphis for a 3-day workshop (May 11,12, 13th) and will attend the reception at the Askew Nixon Ferguson Architectural firm for the National Show on Friday, May 11th, from 6-8:00 pm.  Expenses to date for the reception total $527.00.
 

Libby Anderson reported that the Charles Harrington workshop in January was filled and well-received with very good feedback.  The second workshop, by Frank Francese, will be held in May 11-13th at the Memphis College of Art.
